Her husband said that the letter-writing project is just one of the activities done by the youth. Nine youth 
and three adults recently attended the National Youth Gathering in Orlando, Fla. 

"We went to Wakiva, Fla., where they're building a new high school, and we helped stamp their books 
and worked in their supply room," Mahnken said. "We also plan on helping at the Heritage Nursing Home 
here in Girard and delivering canned goods to the needy at Christmas." 

"In Orlando, some of the kids also had a chance to blog with soldiers in Iraq," his wife added. 

The youth said this was very moving and meaningful for them. 

"After we came back from the National Youth Gathering, I think everybody wanted to get involved," said 
Erin Stolte, Girard High School senior. "It's important for our soldiers to know we believe in them." 

"I really like the idea of us writing letters to the soldiers because they do so much for us," said Jeanine
